- Y ou know, teenage friend, the Word of God tellsusin
Hebrews 9:27, "... it is appointed unto men once to dieg,
but after thisthe judgment.” Romans 14:11-12 informs us:
"For it is written, As | live, saith the Lord, every knee
shall bow to me, and every tongue shall confess to God.
So then every one of us shall give account of himself to

God."

Y ou may be thinking thistalk about the Bible and God
is not for you, as you are too busy with the pleasures of
this present world; but have you ever given it any thought
that someday you won't be too busy to leave thislife, and
if it should be while you are still ateenager, would you be
prepared to meet an angry God who is angry with your
sins?
